 A written report outlining their involvement in the sport of figure skating must accompany 

the application.   
 
 A letter of reference to support the application is a required. 

 
 The recipient must be a competitive skater that competed at 2011 BMO Skate Canada 

Sectionals  
 
 Applications without the required supporting documents will not be considered. 

 
In the event that a large number of applications are received, priority will be given to 
applicants in upper year studies.  
 
Deadline for application is September 1st, 2011 - (Must be in office on this date).  The 
successful applicant will be notified in early October.
