e Strive for new goals;
e Achieve balance - within skating and in other areas of life
e Giving back to the sport by assisting at club level e.g. program assisting,
volunteering for club events, etc.

e Acurrently registered STARSkate athlete of any age who has passed at least one
complete test certificate (ex: Junior Bronze Free Skate Test [Part 1: Elements + Part 2:
Free Program], Junior Silver Dance Test [Foxtrot + Harris Tango + American Waltz +
Rocker Foxtrot], etc.) in at least three of the disciplines within the Skate Canada
STARSkate program (i.e. Skating Skills, Dance, Free Skating and Interpretive).

e Must not have registered or competed in a CompetitiveSkate category at a Sectional
qualifying competition.
